School Evaluation – As part of our ongoing process to ensure Bellbrae PS is 

meeting the needs of not only the Education Department but also our local 

community we will be sending out Parent Opinion surveys shortly. There will be a 

random sample of families selected to answer some questions which will give the 

school feedback on how we are travelling. If you are selected I hope that you can 

find the time to complete this short survey.  
 

Out Of School Hours Care Bookings – It is most important that you let us know if 

you need to either make or cancel a booking. Just „turning up‟ can often cause issues 

with „not enough food‟ or having the correct staffing ratios. Similar can be said if 
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we are not notified of cancellations with food wasted and staff employed 

unnecessarily. We try to run a quality program that meets your needs so please help 

us with notification of any changes.  
 

Staffing News – Mrs. Mayne will be taking two weeks LSL beginning next week.   

Her replacement for that time will be Mr. Stephen Henderson.  
 

Environmentally Sustainable – You may have noticed that today we have begun 

the installation of more solar panels to our school. Not only will this help reduce our 

environmental footprint it will hopefully give the students in their classes an 

opportunity to learn more about solar energy and what it means for the future. This 

we hope will be enhanced with a direct webpage link that will show what the panels 

are generating and what our usage is plus a lot more. All our solar installations have 

been through successful grant applications with this latest one through the National 

Solar Schools Program. When the installation is complete I will let you know how 

you can access the same information as the children as I‟m sure many of you may 

be interested in this as well.  
 

New computers – Yesterday we installed new laptops in Mrs. Brooks‟ computer 

classes. This is part of the $125,000 grant we received and continues to ensure our 

students have efficient and up to date technology to use as part of their learning. Our 

other laptops have been distributed to classrooms to add to their new workstations 

which give us a ratio of 1 computer to every 3 students (1:3) which is pretty good 

when compared to most other schools. Within the next week or so, we will improve 

this even further with the introduction of another set of Netbooks.  
 

It’s Not Okay To Be Away – Even by being 10 minutes late to school can cause 

learning issues and sometimes anxiety. At the beginning of the day the children‟s 

timetable and initial instructions are given, which sets them in motion comfortably 

and confidently for the lessons ahead. If they miss this time then it means they are in 

catch up mode from the beginning.  I think it is good to arrive before the first bell to 

put bags away etc and to catch up with friends before the start of the first session.
