Talking with children about the economy 
 

Although the economic downturn has not greatly impacted Australia yet, some in our 

community are already experiencing financial pressure and are concerned about the 

future.  Whether to discuss financial concerns with our children is a matter of mixed 

opinion.  Some people believe that children should not be exposed to money worries 

whereas others suggest that these matters are simply a part of life.  
 

According to Richard Gallagher, Director of the Parenting Institute at the NYU Child 

Study Centre, children pick up that something is not right whenever there is stress in 

the family.  Giving them age-appropriate information about the family‟s financial 

situation will help to relieve their stress.  How much you share is obviously a 

personal decision. Generally, children aged six and above are old enough to share in a 

family discussion of the economy. 
 

Since children are primarily concerned with how the economic situation affects them, 

be positive, calm and reassuring. The message you want to send is that they will 

always be secure and taken care of.  Gallagher says, "Let them know about any 

possible changes that may occur, such as cutting back at Christmas or not taking a 

vacation.  Tell them that you will always be able to make sure they are fed, clothed, 

have a school to go to and a place to live."

We have invited a representative of Vic Roads to speak about the impact of the 
Geelong Ring Road on Bellbrae and to answer questions.    

This is part of the process of informing Bellbrae people about current issues before 
we embark on the drafting of the Bellbrae Structure Plan. A structure plan for 

Bellbrae was a significant part of Surf Coast Council’s decision to scrap the Spring 
Creek Urban Growth Plan and we have been looking forward to getting into it.  
The Bellbrae Structure Plan is a council process but as the people most directly 

concerned we expect it to express local aspirations very clearly.    
Surf Coast Shire has indicated that work on the structure plan could begin in July so 

we need to make a start asap.   
We are also keen to hear from Bellbrae people about the old tennis courts, club rooms 
and toilet block (currently closed for lack of water) on the creek side of Anglesea Road  

Surf Coast Shire is looking to us for some guidance about their future use.    
If you have ideas for using these amenities please let us know.
