Fire Season — As I said in last week’s newsletter I would keep you informed of the
processes for school closures during the bushfire season should they occur. Below is
the preliminary information from the Education Department. There will be more
detailed school information at a later stage.

Parent Information regarding - Fire Season Response Procedure from the
Department Of Education and Early Childhood Development (DEECD).

Schools and children’s services closure procedures for the 2009/10 bushfire season:

e The Government announced that government schools and children’s services that
have been identified as being at high fire risk will close on a day declared a Code
Red Fire Danger Rating Day. Bus routes and offsite activities such as excursions,
schools camps and outdoor activities may also be cancelled or changed

e The pre-emptive closure policy arises from an assessment and audit process into
the preparedness of all government and non government schools and children’s
services after the February fires.

e A register of schools and children’s services facilities that are at high risk from
bushfires, and hence would need to close on a Code Red Fire Danger Rating Day,
is being finalised.

e The register will be released to all schools and children’s services before October
28 (the start of this year’s fire season).

e Regional offices continue to work closely with the central office on developing
regional emergency management plans and will be providing specific local advice
and support to their schools and children’s services.

e Where possible, DEECD will provide up to 3 days notice of a planned closure
(including warnings about cancelling, changing, rescheduling or recalling off-site
activities, such as camps and excursions), as well as information about
cancellation or changes to bus transport routes.

e Schools, children’s services and local communities should however expect that, in
some instances, fewer than 3 days notice may be provided.

e The final decision to close a facility will be confirmed no later than 12 noon the
day before planned closure.
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e Once the decision to close is made, this will not change — regardless of changes in
weather forecast — this will help limit confusion and provide time for parents to
make alternative care arrangements for their children. The list of closures will be
published on the Department’s website (Www.education.vic.gov.au)

e DEECD is working closely with non-government school authorities, the
Municipal Association of Victoria and other key stakeholders to achieve a
consistent approach to school and children’s service closure arrangements.

The safety of children and staff is our paramount consideration in an emergency
event.
