Australian Early Development Index (AEDI) ï Is an Australian Government 

funded national collection of information on young childrenôs development. Every 

child in Australia in their first year of schooling will have information recorded by 

their teacher. No names will be recorded and the anonymous data will be used to 

understand how children develop and to help schools, local agencies and early 

childhood professionals to work together to improve the outcomes for all children in 

the community. The data is collected by the teachers and it does not require the 

children or you to do anything. This will occur over the next two months and our 

Prep parents will soon receive a more detailed letter of explanation.

Pastoral Care 
 

Being in the playground during lunchtimes gives me a wonderful opportunity to 

interact with the Bellbrae children in a less structured environment than class.  Yet 

significant learning still takes place.  The children learn how to meet others from 

different classes, join a group, invite others to participate, suggest play ideas, 

determine rules and roles, take turns, deal with conflict, sometimes win and 

sometimes lose.  And all this in the context of managing emotions including 

happiness, fear, excitement and anger!   
 

Playground time gives the children an opportunity to try out a range of behaviours in 

a safe environment.  When I see children caring for another kindly when one has 

fallen over, assertively when one has missed out on a turn, or inclusively when one is 

hovering on the edge too shy to ask to be involved, Iôm aware that playground 

opportunities are also life lessons in empathy and getting along.
