We envisage that this will mean replacement of 

all classroom computers with the newest technology, new laptops for ICT lessons and 

for classroom use. We plan to install interactive whiteboards in our 3 / 4 classrooms 

which will mean all rooms will have this technology. I am hoping that this should 

take place this term.
